1.1 Matters Arising

1.2 The Secretary reported that Water houses still Had Not replied to League Correspondence as per League Rules regarding the (game played on Sunday 23/08/2009 Sedgefield Net Park v Water houses, the Match Referee has reported Water houses for not starting the Game with Numbers 1-11, the Committee decided as per League rules to add the £5-00 per week for not replying so Waterhouses are Fined a Further £35-00 and would be £5-00 per week until they reply.
1.3 Washington Victoria Had replied to the League as requested, the League Committee Discussed the Reply and decided on the Following. Washington Victoria would be Fined £50-00 pending an improvement in their record; this was to be suspended for 24 Months
1.4 Kelloe Davy Lamp had submitted correspondence re the Ox and Plough Game to the League, they had asked to appeal against the Fine, the Committee agreed the appeal was not submitted correctly and they would duly note the Comments on the letter and return the £15-00 appeal fee to Kelloe Davy Lamp.
1.5 Hetton Social had not paid the £50-00 Fine to the League, the League Committee agreed that if not paid within 7 Days of receipt of these Minutes then Hetton Social would be suspended from the League.
1.6 Chester le Street Easystreet  were not Happy with the League Management Committees Descion at the Last meeting , they have appealed to the Durham Football Association, this will be heard on Tuesday 8th December at Durham Football Association Headquarters the League will be represented By the League Secretary and League Fixture Secretary.

Correspondence from Sedgefield Net Park re recent Game Played at Sedgefield between Net Park and Hetton Social, From the Clubs report and Referees report Player Ian Bestford from Hetton Social Ran some 30 Yds onto the field of play and assaulted a Player from Sedgefield Net Park. Bestford was a Substitute on the Line for Hetton Social. The League Management Committee have Banned Player Ian Bestford from the League and Fined the Player £200-00, Hetton Social are Charged with Failing to Control their Players in a League Game organised by the League and Must Reply within 7 Days. The League Management Discussed the Possibility of calling an extra ordinary meeting In January to remove Hetton Social from the League if they don’t improve their discipline.
8. DFA Development re Ferryhill White Horse regarding the FA Charter Standard. White Horse have until the end of November to start the Charter Standard application or face the Possibility of being removed from the League.
